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The International Association of Black Actuaries (IABA) is a professional and 
student member organization with a mission to increase the number of black 
actuaries and influence their successful career development, civic growth and 
achievement. 
 
Since its inception in 1992, IABA has worked to improve diversity within the 
actuarial professional societies, by offering a network of support to black 
students and professionals, who have traditionally been underrepresented in the 
field. The organization has achieved some notable milestones: 
 
¥ A 166 percent increase in actuarial designations obtained by black 

professionals: Actuarial designations obtained grew from 86 to 229 between 
1992 and 2007, respectively. 

¥ Exponential growth in membership since our inception. IABA membership has 
grown from 10 to over 150 members:  Our actuarial talent database now 
exceeds 800 contacts.  

¥ An Annual Meeting attended by close to 200 members and other professionals. 
¥ The creation of City Affiliates to partner with local high school mathematics 

departments to improve the math proficiency of their students. 
¥ The creation of a tax-exempt Foundation to support our scholarship efforts. 

IABA has       awarded over $75,000 in scholarship support to college students 
studying actuarial science or interested in pursuing a career as an actuary. 

¥ The creation of an advisory council:  The council is comprised of corporate 
partners who ensure we remain aligned with our mission, and the needs of the 
corporations that employ our members.   

 
IABA facilitates a mentoring program that links college students and 
professionals, with seasoned actuaries who can provide career advice based on 
personal experience.  IABA also provides professional development workshops 
that enhance our members’ technical knowledge, and provide a broader 
understanding of the actuarial profession and its many disciplines.
